Speaking at a seminar tit-
led ‘Proactive Approaches to
Combat Counterfeiting and
Smuggling’ organised by FIC-
CI in the city on Wednesday,
Rajeeve said, “We are encou-
raging greater formalisation
of businesses because coun-
terfeiting thrives in the infor-
mal sector.” He added that the
govt is moving to fast-track
amendmentstothe Legal Met-

rology Act and the Copyright
Act. Stressing the importance
of education and awareness,
the minister noted that enter-
prise registrations have in-
creased, and enforcement
agencies—including the poli-
ceandcentralagencies—have
started sharing information.

QR codes, tamper-proof
packaging, and digital practi-
ces are being encouraged to
improve traceability and re-
duce counterfeiting, he said.

“The govt stands with the
national policy as counterfei-
ting and smuggling undermi-
netheedgeof businesses, hin-
der economic growth, affect

govt revenue, and erode con-
sumer confidence,” he said.

PC Jha, advisor to FICCI
Cascade and former chair-
man of the CBITC, ighlighted
the scale of the problem. He
called for stronger penal pro-
visions, higher fines that eli-
minate profit incentives, se-
parate economic courts,and a
dedicated govt task force to
tackle the issue.

Jha said the counterfeit
market is especially large in
sectors like drugs and medici-
nes, packaged food, cosme-
tics, tobacco, and alcohol. He
said an estimated 39% of co-
unterfeit productsaresold via
e-commerce platforms and
warned that smuggling im-
pacts local employment..
