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Collective action needed to curb smuggling, counterfeiting:
Telangana Deputy Speaker
Hyderabad, June 30 (UNI) Telangana Legislative Assembly Deputy Speaker J. Ram Chander

Naik on Tuesday called for a coordinated effort by governments, enforcement agencies, industry
and citizens to combat smuggling and counterfeiting, describing illicit trade as a major threat to
the economy, businesses and consumer safety.

Addressing a seminar on "Illicit Trade: A Unified Approach to Counter Smuggling and
Counterfeiting”, organised by the Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce and Industry
CASCADE in Hyderabad, he said counterfeit goods and smuggling reduce government revenue,
create unfair competition, endanger consumers and often support organised crime.

He stressed the need to leverage technologies such as QR code verification, digital tracking,
artificial intelligence and data analytics, besides creating greater public awareness to tackle the
menace.

In his inaugural address, FICCI Telangana State Council Past Chairman and TMI Group
Chairman T. Muralidharan said illicit trade had become a serious national concern and called
for a comprehensive strategy involving stronger laws, stricter punishments and dedicated
enforcement agencies.

Citing global indices, he noted that India ranked 58th among 87 countries in the Global Illicit
Trade Environment Index and 58th among 193 countries in the Global Organised Crime Index,
stressing the need for greater awareness of the country's standing.

Muralidharan urged the Telangana government to emerge as a national leader in tackling illicit
trade, pointing to its action against drugs and illegal land encroachments as examples of
effective enforcement. He also called for special courts to deal with smuggling and counterfeiting
offences, tougher penalties on par with those for drug-related crimes, and greater collaboration
among governments, industry and enforcement agencies.

He further said rising unemployment and the nexus between criminals, middlemen and vested
interests were contributing to the growth of illicit trade and underscored the need to place
national interest above personal gain.

Earlier, P C Jha presented a detailed overview of the growing challenge of illicit trade, while
Javadev Meela was also present at the seminar
